It is recommended that you first hand tighten all four nuts before final tightening with a 3mm rachet or spanner. Finish off 
the exposed nuts with nut caps for a clean look.

Note: Before inserting the table slide ensure that your vehicle roof is protected (use the box and/or packaging material supplied)
